Canada in Sept 2020.

Applicants will be adjudicated upon the basis of their academic standing, financial need and extra-curricular
involvement.

e An explanation of why you chose Engineering as your field of study (500 words or less).
e Your most recent academic transcript, in PDF format.

e Two letters of reference from a teacher, employer or community member who has known you for at least two
years.
